     East JILG classes visited Southwestern Illinois College on Friday, January 
30, 2009.  It was SWICôs annual college visit day for local high schools and 
several other schools from the area were in attendance.  Students listened to 
several speakers from SWIC who gave an overview of educational opportuni-
ties and extracurricular activities at SWIC.   
     Students were then divided into groups according to career interest and 
were given a more in-depth account of educational programs. Students then 
were taken on a tour of the campus which included classrooms, the Financial 
Aid office, Library, Career Center, Counseling Center, and the Cafeteria.  The 
students enjoyed their visit and believe that it was helpful in preparing them for 
their postsecondary education. 

     After visiting Southwestern Illinois College, the JILG classes went for a tour at Cold Stone Cremery in 
Shiloh, Illinois.  During this tour, students learned about the advantages and disadvantages of owning a 
business and the costs involved.   
     The owner and manager discussed what a franchise business is, and what goes along with owning 
and running a business.  The owners have to pay a start up fee, buy their supplies through Cold Stone, 
and then pay Cold Stone part of their profits.  Their profits after expenses are about 10% of every dollar 
earned. This was eye opening to the students as most did not realize how the finances were determined 
when owning a business.  After the presentation, students were able to get behind the counter and make 
their own ice cream creations. 
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
