John Sanders, Investment Educator, of the Illinois Securities Department spoke to the 

senior JILG classes this month. Mr. Sanders taught the students about establishing 

good credit and the impact their credit scores will have on their futures. Mr. Sanders 

explained to students how a using credit card is just like receiving a loan. Mr. Sanders 

talked to students about credit cards terms such as APR, credit limits, minimum pay-

ments, annual fees, late payment fees, and grace periods. Mr. Sanders used a model 

and demonstrated to students the dangers of using your credit cards to make purchases 

you can not afford. He demonstrated how long it takes someone to pay off their credit 

cards if only paying the monthly minimum. Mr. Sanders talked to JILG students about 

the importance of monitoring their credit by obtaining a free credit report from annual-

creditreport.com. This can help students avoid problems associated with identity theft 

and problems that  a poor credit rating pose when trying to borrow money for a home 

or car. Mr. Sanders concluded his presentation with examples of people who struggled 

with credit card use.  

SSGT Howard, a United States Marine Recruiter supervisor visited the JILG class-

room recently. RHS has had several graduates attend and complete Marine recruit 

training. Students heard about the various career options available by joining the 

USMC. SSGT Howard also explained how serving in the US Marines could provide 

funding for college and provide opportunities to earn a degree while students are in 

the Marine Corp. Students learned about the opportunity to travel to several different 

bases throughout the world.
