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The students have been very busy 
completing a major project, ñMoving 
Outò, which involved working with a 
partner to prepare to move into their 
own apartment or house.  The students 
researched available apartments, 
called prospective landlords, contacted 
utilities regarding deposits and average 
monthly payments, and shopped for an 
automobile and automobile insurance 
that they could afford.  The students 
presented their results to the class with 
their prepared monthly budget on a 
spreadsheet.  This activity incorporated 
many of the JAG competencies, such 
as, team membership, effective human 
relations, effective time management, 
ability to assume responsibility, 
decision-making, verbal and written 
communications, mathematical 
calculations and delivering a 
presentation to a group. 
 
After moving out, the students 
experienced a bit of real life with the 
ñMonopoly ï Checking Writingò unit.  
Students were divided up into groups 
of four or five, played Monopoly, but 
instead of using money the students 
had to maintain a check register, write 
checks, complete deposit slips and 
practiced using a debit card.  It was a 
time. 
 
For fun the last project the students 
completed was planning the ñUltimate 
Vacationò.  With partners the students 
decided upon a destination and 
determined the cost of transportation, 
accommodations, food and activities.  
The vacations were quite varied.  
Students virtually traveled to San
